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Background
SLC25A21 is a homolog of the S. cerevisiae ODC proteins, mitochondrial carriers that transport C5-C7 oxodicarboxylates 

across inner mitochondrial membranes. One of the species transported by ODC is 2-oxoadipate, a common intermediate in 

the catabolism of lysine, tryptophan, and hydroxylysine in mammals. Within mitochondria, 2-oxoadipate is converted into 

acetyl-CoA.[supplied by OMIM, Apr 2004],function:Transports C5-C7 oxodicarboxylates across the inner membranes of 

mitochondria. Can transport 2-oxoadipate, 2-oxoglutarate, adipate, glutarate, and to a lesser extent, pimelate, 2-

oxopimelate, 2-aminoadipate, oxaloacetate, and citrate.,similarity:Belongs to the mitochondrial carrier 

family.,similarity:Contains 3 Solcar repeats.,tissue specificity:Ubiquitous.,
