Background
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This gene encodes a member of the recoverin family of neuronal calcium sensors. The encoded protein contains three 

calcium-binding EF-hand domains and may prolong the termination of the phototransduction cascade in the retina by 

blocking the phosphorylation of photo-activated rhodopsin. Recoverin may be the antigen responsible for cancer-

associated retinopathy. [provided by RefSeq, Jul 2008],disease:Identified as the antigen in cancer-associated retinopathy, an 

autoimmune disease of the retina caused by a tumor in another tissue.,function:Seems to be implicated in the pathway 

from retinal rod guanylate cyclase to rhodopsin. May be involved in the inhibition of the phosphorylation of rhodopsin in a 

calcium-dependent manner. The calcium-bound recoverin prolongs the photoresponse.,miscellaneous:Binds two calcium 

ions; one with high affinity, the other with low affinity.,similarity:Belongs to the recoverin family.,similarity:Contains 4 EF-

hand domains.,tissue specificity:Retina and pineal gland.,
