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Background
This gene encodes a component of SCF complexes, which are composed of this protein, cullin 1, a ring-box protein, and 

one member of the F-box family of proteins. This protein binds directly to the F-box motif found in F-box proteins. SCF 

complexes are involved in the regulated ubiquitination of specific protein substrates, which targets them for degradation 

by the proteosome. Specific F-box proteins recognize different target protein(s), and many specific SCF substrates have 

been identified including regulators of cell cycle progression and development. Studies have also characterized the protein 

as an RNA polymerase II elongation factor. Alternative splicing of this gene results in two transcript variants. A related 

pseudogene has been identified on chromosome 7. [provided by RefSeq, Jul 2008],function:Essential component of the SCF 

(SKP1-CUL1-F-box protein) ubiquitin ligase complex, which mediates the ubiquitination of proteins involved in cell cycle 

progression, signal transduction and transcription. In the SCF complex, serves as an adapter that links the F-box protein to 

CUL1.,pathway:Protein modification; protein ubiquitination.,similarity:Belongs to the SKP1 family.,subunit:Interacts directly 

with CUL1 and F-box proteins, such as BTRC and SKP2, in the SCF complex. Interacts with the cyclin A/CDK2 complex. Part 

of a SCF-like complex consisting of CUL7, RBX1, SKP1 and FBXW8. Component of a E3 ubiquitin ligase complex containing 

UBE2D1, SIAH1, CACYBP/SIP, SKP1, APC and TBL1X.,
